A lot can happen in one moment.  Bible Baptist Church of Kissimmee gave our family the gift of a day at Disney World.  At approximately 9:30 PM we thought we might not see our second oldest child again.  Disney had its highest attendance in October- 50,000 plus and in the midst of the crowd, our daughter was lost.  Frantically trying to find her, we prayed that we would be reunited again.  A man who noticed her crying took her to an employee.  Thankfully she stayed in the area we had last been and the Lord directed us to her.  A lost child puts in perspective what’s really important!  We thank God for His protection upon our family.   Thank you to those who have been praying for our safety.





A lot can happen in one week.  Last month, from October 25th to November 2nd, was the first time that I did not have my family with me as I visited churches since we began deputation last fall.  You will see that God used our temporary seperation for His glory.  Dena had an unusual opportunity to plant a seed as she was surprised by visitors.  While I was away in Ohio, there was a knock on the door at 10:00 PM.  Two teenaged girls needed to use a phone after being left by their friend.  They were cold and confused, and in the midst of our children playing, Dena was able to comfort them with hot chocolate and share the gospel with them.  No decision was made that night, but a seed was planted.  Another opportunity arose because of children’s teachers being absent due to sickness.     That night, Dena and our daughters were able to teach a lesson for the children’s club at our home church.  The Pastor complimented how well they had done.  My week away was spent by visiting with pastors, encouraging pastors by helping with special projects, catching up on paperwork, and having a successful week of calling and scheduling appointments.  This week reminded us how much God has been leading our family and taking care of us since we began full time deputation in January.  





A lot can happen in one month.  We have had 11 churches contact us to tell us that they have officially voted to put us on for support.  We also have been blessed and showered with gifts and love offerings.  Each church has either given us needed items or needed offerings to prepare us for the field, climaxing with shopping at the mission store.  We thank the Lord for every person and church God has worked through to help us prepare to go to Spain.
